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Classical Chinese is a textbook for foreign juniors who are Chinese majors in China.

Text Selecting The texts selected for this book are not arranged chronologically, nor are
they all famous works by famous authors; rather, they are arranged especially for foreigners, from
easy to difficult, from short to long, increasing in complexity. Most of the selections are narrative
prose; other literary forms, such as fables, myths, anecdotes, jokes, idiomatic stories and poetry,
have been chosen to enhance the content and enliven the variety of the lessons.

Structure This textbook is divided into 25 lessons according to academic stages and
schedules. The book has two volumes. The first volume has 15 lessons and the second one has
10 lessons. This textbook is designed for juniors. Each lesson introduces one common function
word, one fixed sentence structure and a grammar point. Some prosody knowledge is introduced
in the last lesson of the first volume, and each lesson in the second volume introduces some
general cultural knowledge.

Along with the primary texts, supplementary readings have been chosen to accompany each
of the lessons. The purpose is, through practice, to solidify knowledge, increase vocabulary, and
improve reading ability. The exercise “# &% " (Modem Usage of the Old Expressions)
will help learners improve their understanding of modern Chinese vocabulary through learning
the usages of classic Chinese words and expressions.

Notes New words are the key feature of the annotations to each lesson ( including
supplementary readings). All the lessons have annotations in Chinese and English. An effort has
been made to be concise in the annotations to aid teaching and learning. An appendix which
includes all the new words is at the end of the book.

Phonetic Notation This book is transliterated according to the Chinese Pinyin Scheme.
Multisyllabic words are written together. The first letter of the proper noun is capitalized. Very
few characters may preserve their former pronunciation.

Appendixes In order to help the reader understand the text and master essential

knowledge, “Refe Translations”, “Selected Reading Passages”, “A Brief Ancient Chinese

Chronology” , “Vocabulary” and “Keys to the Exercises” are appended to this book.
“Selected Reading Passages” is for teachers’ use in class or for students’ use while they are

teaching themselves.
